Jesus sends us to spread the good news! 
 

The Great Commission is one of the most important stories in the New Testament. We know it 

must be important because it appears in all four gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke and John). The 

most commonly told version of the Great Commission story is Matthew’s version found in    

chapter 28, verses 16-20. Read both the Luke and Matthew accounts. How many differences 

can you find? If you’re wondering why there are only 11 disciples instead 

of 12, it’s because Judas was not around after the crucifixion and       

Matthias had not yet been chosen to join the disciples.  
 

This story is so important because it reminds us that our mission is to go out 

into the world to show and tell others about the amazing love of God!
