Our 2019/2020 Offering of Letters will focus on global nutrition funds and urge Congress to
support the bi-partisan Global Nutrition Resolution (H.Res.189/S. Res. 260) increasing
global nutrition funding to $250 million. This would provide more than 10 million women
and 7 million children with nutrition programs, The surviving millions are at risk of
irreversible stunting of body and brain development. For 151 million children under the
age of 5 in Central America, South Asia and sub-Saharan Africa, stunting is a life sentence.
