*For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: that Christ died for our sins
in accordance with the scriptures, “and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the third day in
accordance with the scriptures, *and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. “Then he appeared to
more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some have
died. "Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. *Last of all, as to one untimely born, he
appeared also to me. *For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted
the church of God. '’But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me has not been in
vain. On the contrary, | worked harder than any of them—though it was not I, but the grace of God that is
with me. '"Whether then it was I or they, so we proclaim and so you have come to believe.

“They had been saying to one another, “Who will roll away the stone
for us from the entrance to the tomb‘?” *When they looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very
large, had already been rolled back. *As they entered the tomb, they saw a young man, dressed in a white
robe, sitting on the right side; and they were alarmed. °But he said to them, “Do not be alarmed; you are
looking for Jesus of Nazareth who was crucified. He has been raised; he is not here. Look, there is the
place they laid him. "But go, tell his dlsc1p1es and Peter that he is going ahead of you to Galilee; there
you will see him, just as he told you.” *So they went out and fled from the tomb, for terror and
amazement had seized them; and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.

DISTRIBUTION OF THE ELEMENTS
Believing in the real presence of Christ, we invite all present to participate in the



Sacrament of Holy Communion. All who are baptized and believe that Jesus Christ is present in the gifts of
bread and wine are welcome at the Lord’s table. Those who do not wish to receive communion and children
who are not yet receiving communion will

receive a blessing.

Communion will be received at your seats. Having received the elements as you entered worship, you will take
the chalice, and when directed by the pastor, you will remove the bottom cover to receive the bread. The
pastor will say “Body of Christ given for you,” and you will eat the bread. When directed by the pastor, you

will remove the top cover to receive the wine or juice. The pastor will say, “Blood of Christ shed for you,” and
you will drink the wine or juice.

The body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ strengthen us and keep us in his grace.
